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Breakthrough Construction Update

e are moving ever closer to
commencing construction of our
three Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) funded
supported living homes and have set October
26th at 2pm for our ground breaking ceremony.
Over the summer we received approval for our
subdivision from the Knoxville Metropolitan
Planning Commission. We will have eleven lots
available for construction. The initial construction
of three homes should begin late this fall and
we are still on schedule for completion by fall of

2009. Recently we received notice of two grant
awards, one from the Federal Home Loan Bank
and the other from Knox County, which will help
pay for infrastructure costs.

HUD is currently reviewing our design plans and
we should have final approval soon. The homes
will feature a spacious great room, private
bedrooms and tiled bathrooms for each resident,
important safety features such as alarms on
doors and windows, and a front porch and back
patio.

Building Redesign

Last fall and this spring Breakthrough partnered with the East
TN Design Center to develop concept plans for renovations
to our current building. If you have visited our building you
know that much of it is unfinished warehouse space. This gives
us the flexibility to finish it to meet our needs. Our redesign
includes: training areas for cooking and household tasks; a
vocational area; increased office space, meeting space and
bathrooms; and an indoor recreation area for use during cooler
months. Our intention is to keep much of the space open so
that it can serve multiple purposes. Our initial cost estimate
for the entire redesign is just shy of $500,000. Currently we
have only about one quarter of this amount. We plan on
proceeding with this project in phases as we raise funds for
the balance of the construction costs.
