Program Celebrates
Third Anniversary

ur Respite and Recreation program recently

celebrated its third anniversary. We are very

appreciative of Angie Giffin who has been the

program director since its inception. R&R
participants made cards for Angie and she was presented with
a photo book of pictures covering the past three years. The
R&R program was Breakthrough’s first direct service program
and over the past few years has provided structured
therapeutic recreation for adults with autism and temporary
respite for parents and caregivers.

The R&R Program meets for six
hours weekly on Saturdays at the
Cansler YMCA in East Knoxville. It
provides participants with a place
to relax, practice social skills, swim,
play games, do arts and crafts,
learn cooking skills and use the
gymnasium/workout facilities.

R&R is lead by two certified recreation therapists and staffed
by a combination of Breakthrough employees and volunteers.
Many of the staff have backgrounds in therapeutic recreation,
special education, psychology or related fields. R&R provides
opportunities for staff to work with a variety of individuals
with autism spectrum disorders.
